ARE YOU A VIRGIN?
In the ROCKY HORROR world, VIRGIN refers to the unfortunate few who have never experienced THE ROCKY HORROR PICTURE SHOW with audience partici .......pation.

During Rocky Horror people yell back lines at the screen during the dialogue, dress up in costume, act out the film, and throw stuff (rice, water, confetti, toast) during the film.

We are NOT here just to: “Watch the film”

Here’s how you (a virgin) can partici-----pate.

· When you hear the name "Brad Majors", yell "ASSHOLE". 

· When you hear the name "Janet Weiss", yell "SLUT".
Do the TIME WARP... (In front of the screen)
1. (It's just a) JUMP TO THE LEFT, with hands UP.
2. A STEP TO THE RIGHT
3. (With your hands on your HIPS) YOU BRING YOUR KNEES IN TIGHT.
4. (Then) IT’s THE PELVIC THRUST
5.  (Really drives you insa-a-ane) HIPSWIVEL
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LET'S DO THE TIME WARP AGAIN!


The film was made in England in 1975, two years after the stage production (Rocky Horror Show) started in London.

The film did not do very well on release and eventually (1976) was being shown weekly at midnight in a New York cinema. After five months regular audience members started shouting lines during the film. These “call-backs” became a dialogue and it ha come to the point where performance groups will act out the complete film, in costume, in front of the stage.
RHPS screened for over five years in Perth in the 80s, every Friday night, at midnight at one cinema.
Attending a screening of RHPS is now more about dressing up and audience participation than actually watching the film. Anybody expecting to sit quietly and ‘watch’ will be somewhat disappointed.

Experienced (non-virgins) participants will know when to make the appropriate call-back. Some (most) of the call-backs are a bit rude or risqué. Please try not to be offended
Basic audience participation is shown in the “Virgin’s Guide”. As a guide here’s a list of what else to expect:

1. Rice throwing – during the opening wedding scene

2. Squirting water pistols – when it’s raining

3. Newspaper on head – to keep you dry from #2

4. Flashlight (phone) – switch on when song says: ”There’s a light…”

5. Time Warp – well, obviously. Get up, go to the front and DANCE.

6. Latex glove (snapping) – in time with Frank N Furter

7. Party popper/whistle – to join in with the cast celebrations

8. Toast (a couple of slices) – when Frank says: “A toast…”

9. Playing cards – when Frank says: “Cards for sorrow…”
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
